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ABout THE NUTCRACKER

The Nutcracker ballet is based on the story “The Nutcracker and the King of
Mice” written by E.T.A. Hoffman in 1816 and revised by Alexandre Dumas
in 1844. Itis set to the music of composer Pyotr Ilyich Tchaikovsky and was
originally choreographed by Marius Petipa.

The Nutcracker premiered in Saint Petersburg at the Marinsky Theater in
December 1892. Its first United States performance was in 1944 by the San
Francisco Ballet. The ballet did not achieve popularity in the United States
until The New York City Ballet first performed George Balanchine’s version
of The Nutcracker in 1954. Its popularity became even more widespread
after a 1958 television airing of the ballet. The now beloved ballet has
become a holiday tradition for many families across the country for more
than 65 years.

SceNE I - THE ParTY

It is Christmas Eve in the Stahlbaum house in the mid-1800’. The
Stahlbaums are hosting their annual Christmas party, welcoming their
family and friends. The children, Clara and Fritz, are dancing and playing
as they welcome their friends, too.

The party grows festive with music and dancing. Presents are given out
to the children. Suddenly, a mysterious figure enters the room. It is Herr
Drosselmeyer, Clara’s godfather. He is also a talented toymaker and is
always full of surprises. He has brought gifts for the children, including
several lifelike dolls. They are the delight of the party, each taking a turn
to dance.

Drosselmeyer presents Clara with a wooden Nutcracker toy carved in
the shape of a soldier. Clara loves the Nutcracker, but Fritz is jealous and
snatches the Nutcracker from Clara and breaks it. Clara is heartbroken.
She looks on as Drosselmeyer repairs the Nutcracker with a handkerchief
he magically draws from the air. After the party has ended, Clara puts the
Nutcracker to bed under the Christmas tree.

During the night, after everyone else has gone to bed, Clara returns to
the parlor to check on her beloved Nutcracker. Then, as the clock strikes
midnight, strange things begin to happen. Drosselmeyer returns, and to
Clara’s astonishment, he magically makes the Christmas tree grow high
above her and brings the Nutcracker to life.

The toy soldiers come alive while the room fills with an army of mice,
led by the fierce Rat King and Queen. The Nutcracker leads his army of
toy soldiers into battle against the mice. After the Nutcracker has fallen
and all hope seems lost, Clara throws her slipper at the Rat Queen and
the Nutcracker then kills her. Drosselmeyer reappears and transforms the
Nutcracker into a handsome young prince. The Prince invites Clara to
journey with him to his home — the Land of Sweets.

On their journey to the Land of Sweets, Clara and the Prince travel
through the Land of Snow, an enchanted forest wonderland where they are
welcomed by beautiful, dancing snowflakes.

Clara and the Prince soon reach the Land of Sweets, where they are greeted
by Angels. Once they reach the Prince’s palace, they meet the beautiful
Sugar Plum Fairy. The Prince recounts how he had been saved from the Rat
King and Queen by Clara and transformed back into himself.

In honor of the young heroes, Clara is presented with a crown and the
Prince with a red handkerchief. A celebration of sweets from around the
world is called upon to entertain Clara: chocolate from Spain, coffee from
Arabia, tea from China, and candy canes and dolls from Russia all dance
for their amusement; Marzipan and tiny Gumdrops also dance; and a string
of beautiful flowers perform a waltz. To conclude the night, the Sugar Plum
Fairy and her Cavalier perform a Pas De Deux that is lighter than air.

As the time arrives for Clara to leave, all of the dancers bid her farewell.
Clara leaves the palace and awakens in her home. Clara realizes that the
dream was not completely unreal when she notices the crown on her head
and the red handkerchief around the Nutcracker’s neck.

Vanessa Haidar - Arustic Director
Vanessa graduated from the National Ballet School of Havana, Cuba, as

a ballet dancer and instructor. Vanessa danced with the National Ballet
of Cuba for 10 years, performing in classical ballets worldwide. Notable
ballets in which she has performed include Swan Lake, Giselle, The
Nutcracker, Don Quixote, Coppelia, The Sleeping Beauty, Romeo and
Juliet, Cinderella, Snow White, Balanchine’s Theme and Variations, and I
Ballo de la Regina. Vanessa moved to the United States in 2013. She has
taught at numerous ballet schools in Florida and Pennsylvania, and at
Seton Hill University. In 2015, she started coaching students participating
in Youth America Grand Prix (YAGP) and World Ballet Competition, placing
Top 24, Top 12, 2nd and 1st. In 2018, Vanessa co-founded the award-
winning Pennsylvania Ballet Conservatory where she serves as Artistic
Director and Senior Director of Ballet Instruction, and personally teaches
several levels. Vanessa resides in McMurray with her son, Diego.

Rolando Sarabia - Artistic Director

Rolando Sarabia joined PBC in 2024 as co-Artistic Director alongside
Vanessa Haidar. A Cuban-born ballet virtuoso Rolando has performed
with prestigious companies worldwide, including (but not limited to) the
Cuban National Ballet, Houston Ballet, Miami City Ballet, Washington
Ballet, and American Ballet Theatre. Trained by masters such as his
father, Alicia Alonso, and Lazaro Carrefio at the National Ballet School
in Havana, Rolando has earned global acclaim for his artistry. Named
the “Cuban Nijinsky” by The New York Times, Rolando is known for his
captivating performances and has collaborated with legendary dancers
like Maya Plisetskaya and Patrick Dupont. Over his impressive career,
Rolando has been awarded countless accolades, including the extremely
prestigious Prix Benois de la Danse. Though an incredibly accomplished
dancer himself, Rolando is also dedicated to mentoring future dancers, as
demonstrated by his recent role as Artistic Director of the Roanoke Ballet
Theatre, and relocating to Pennsylvania to become a part of PBC's journey.
The expertise and passion Rolando brings, along with his dedication to
the art of ballet, will undoubtedly inspire and elevate our students, and
our studio, to new heights.



TEACHER PROFILES

Hansel Correa Diaz

Hansel graduated from the prestigious Alejo Carpentier Ballet School in
Havana in 2005. He then attended the National School of Arts to continue
his career with a concentration in Spanish Dance (Flamenco). Hansel
graduated with high honors, receiving his Bachelor of Fine Arts in Spanish
Dance in July of 2011. He began his professional career in the Corps de
Ballet at the internationally renowned Ballet Espafiol de Cuba Company.
He moved quickly to soloist and principal dancer, having the opportunity
to perform with international principal dancers such as Francisco Nufez
(Spain), José Manuel Carrefio, and others. His performance experience
includes Sevilla en el Tiempo, Homenaje a Martin Vargas, The Phantom of
the Opera, Carmen, Romance Bacalice, Romance in B, Las Bodas de Luis
Alonso, Asturias, Emigrante, Gitanillas y Toreros, Sombrero de los Tres
Picos, Al Andaluz, among many others. In 2013, Hansel made his debut
as a choreographer, working with Victor Basilio in “Encontra2.” Hansel was
an instructor at The Spanish Ballet School for 5 years, teaching all ages.
Hansel has taught and performed with Laurel Ballet, Broadway Dance
Studio, Laura Lynn's School of Ballet and Alba Flamenca Studio. Hansel
now owns and operates his own home remodeling business and teaches
various classes at PBC. He lives in McMurray with his beautiful family.

Alexander Zankin

Alexander Zankin is a renowned character dance teacher. He graduated
from the Academy of Music and Dance in Plovdiv, Bulgaria with a Master
of Arts in Choreography and from the University of Varna with a Bachelor
of Arts in Choreography. Most recently, he has been a teacher and
choreographer with numerous dance schools across the Pittsburgh area,
including Pittsburgh Ballet Theater School, Ballet Academy of Pittsburgh,
Wexford Dance Company, West Point Ballet, and Laurel Ballet.
